This meeting was reconvened from the recessed meeting held Wednesday, January 9, 2008. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Festerman at 8:05 a.m. Councilman Henderson had not yet arrived. Councilman Henderson arrived at approximately 8:25 a.m.

MAYOR BRIEFS COUNCIL ON COMMISSIONERS MEETING.

The Mayor briefed Council members on his attendance at the Rockingham County Board of County Commissioners meeting the night before. The Commissioners considered two items that affected the City of Reidsville. The first item concerned the contract for tax collections. The County Commissioners approved a contract change that would increase the per account charge by 50 cents per year for six years and then add a CPI inflator each year after that. The Council discussed this change but made no decision. 

Secondly, the Mayor outlined the discussion concerning the possible relocation of Highway 87. The County Commissioners had taken no position on this but Chairman Jones had asked for six questions to be answered. A copy of those questions was given to each of the Council members. (A COPY OF THOSE QUESTIONS IS HEREIN INCORPORATED INTO THESE MINUTES.) The Commissioners indicated that they would be taking the question up again at their next monthly meeting.

CONTRACT WITH RANA, LLC APPROVED.

The City Manager asked the Council if they were willing to discuss the proposed contract between the City and RANA, LLC, for the purchase and redevelopment of the old Bank of Reidsville building.  There was a general discussion about the proposed contract with the Council generally agreeing that it was a ‘win-win” situation for all parties involved. 
A motion was made by Councilman Turner, seconded by Councilwoman Zdanski and approved unanimously, that a contract for sale of the Bank of Reidsville building to RANA, LLC, be approved. (A COPY OF THE CONTRACT IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)

SCHEDULE OF IMPACT FEES DISCUSSED.

The City Manager introduced the idea of developing a schedule of impact fees for new industrial clients in the industrial park and elsewhere in Reidsville. There was a general discussion. The Council was supportive of the idea and asked the City Manager to bring a schedule back to Council as soon as possible for their approval.

MOTION TO GO INTO CLOSED SESSION.

There being no further open session business, a motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Gorham, seconded by Councilwoman Zdanski and approved unanimously, that Council go into closed session for a personnel matter pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11(a)(6).
RETURN TO OPEN SESSION.

The meeting was reconvened into open session at 10:05 a.m. 
A motion was made by Councilman Turner, seconded by Councilwoman Zdanski and approved unanimously, that the meeting be adjourned.
