 Community Workshop on Brownfield Redevelopment
The Piedmont Triad Council of Governments (PTCOG) will sponsor a free community seminar on Brownfield Site Redevelopment from 5:30 to 7:00 pm on Thursday, March 27, 2008.  The event will take place at the Cafe 99 Restaurant located at 128 South Scales Street in Reidsville.  The City of Reidsville along with the Cities of Eden and Lexington are the target communities of a $200,000 grant received by the PTCOG in May 2006.  The purpose of the grant is to conduct free environmental assessments for properties fitting the description of a Brownfield site.  Brownfield sites are described as abandoned, underutilized or idle real property in which expansion, redevelopment, or reuse may be hindered because of perceived or actual environmental contamination.  

Brownfields sites can be former dry cleaners, factories, warehouses, parking lots, airplane hangers, lots where heavy machinery was stored or repaired, abandoned railroads, former railroad switching yards, air strips, bus facilities, landfills or gas stations.  
Think your property may have the characteristics of a Brownfield site? Then make plans to attend this seminar.  Your property could be considered for free environmental assessment which would be useful in determining how to make your property viable and attractive to prospective developers.
